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The SNA require all players to adhere to this Code of Conduct 

· Know and abide by the laws, rules and spirit of the game

· Play fairly, be competitive but not aggressive
· During play do not question a decision made by the Umpires either by gesture, look, verbally or by commenting to another player
· Keep your self-control at all times and do not retaliate.  Do not use obscene language at any time

· Accept victory modestly and defeat graciously.  Your Club will be judged on your behaviour

· Thank the Umpires for officiating your match

· Enjoy your netball

· Be liable to Disciplinary Action if you have committed any breach of this Code of Conduct


THE BEST UMPIRES ARE UNOBTRUSIVE, RULING CORRECTLY BUT JUDICIOUSLY, ENSURING THE GAME IS ENJOYED BY PLAYERS, SPECTATORS AND THEMSELVES
The key principles of responsibility and competence are:

· To maintain a complete knowledge and up-to-date interpretation of the Official Rules of Netball and be fully conversant with the Rules, Regulations and Scoring Systems 

· To exercise reasonable care and skill to enforce the rules of the game, to apply them fairly and to effect control of the game so as to ensure the safety of the players

· To umpire consistently, independently and with complete impartiality, respecting and abiding by the Rules which govern the game, in the true spirit of sportsmanship

· To conform to a standard of physical fitness which enables Umpires to effectively and efficiently control the matches to which they are appointed

· To be appropriately dressed to umpire

· To be in control of the game and not be influenced by spectators, Team officials or players

· To exercise self-control at all times and not commit any action likely to bring the game into disrepute

· Not to consume alcoholic drinks, smoke or use mobile phones whilst umpiring the game

· Not to attempt to coach whilst umpiring

· Enjoy your netball

· To be liable to Disciplinary Action if you have committed any breach of this Code of Conduct


The SNA require all coaches to adhere to this Code of Conduct

· Netball coaches play a central role in the development of netball in Southampton.  In order to increase participation, standards and the quality of activities it is essential that coaches remain up to date on key issues and techniques that will enhance the development of the coach and participant.
· Display control, respect and professionalism to all involved within the sport. This includes opponents, coaches, officials, administrators, the media, parents and spectators. Encourage players to do the same. 

· Remember that players participate for pleasure and that winning is only part of the fun.
 

· Teach your players to follow the rules

·  Develop team respect for the ability of opponents and for the judgement of officials and opposing coaches.
  

· Never ridicule or yell at a player for making a mistake or losing a game.

· Avoid overplaying the talented players - the just-average need and deserve equal time. 

 

· Lead by example.  Applaud good play by your team and by members of the opposition.

 

· Do not question the umpire’s decisions or honesty.  Remember he/she is only human with the same feelings as you and, like you, can sometimes make an honest error.

 

· Respect other coaches and always act in a manner characterised by courtesy and good faith
· Treat all players fairly within the context of their sporting activities, regardless of gender, race, place of origin, athletic potential, colour, sexual orientation, religion, political beliefs, socio-economic status, and any other condition.
· Remember that teams are responsible for the behaviour of their spectators

· Encourage spectators to read the rules of netball to understand better what they are watching and commenting on.  

· Promote this Code of Conduct to other coaches and supporters

· Remember that children learn best by example. Applaud good play by your team and by members of the opposition.

 

· Do not question the umpire’s decisions or honesty. Remember he/she is only human with the same feelings as you, and like you, can sometimes make an honest error.
