SOUTHAMPTON NETBALL ASSOCIATION BURSARY INFORMATION

The SNA recognises that courses to achieve new qualifications and stay up-to-date can be costly and offers financial awards to support those who are involved in Netball in Southampton.
Bursaries are available to help with costs of England Netball recognised coaching, umpiring, and volunteer awards and courses.  These include, but are not limited to:

· UKCC Netball Coaching Level 1, 2 and 3 awards

· Umpire awards C, B, and A

· Table Officials awards

· Safeguarding & Protecting

· England Netball Workshops

Most courses require full payment with booking; please note that the SNA cannot make any payment prior to completion of a course.

Bursaries can only be given for the cost of a course.  Bursaries will not be awarded for travel costs or accommodation.

Am I eligible?

· All applicants must be affiliated to SNA prior to applying for a bursary

· Only one bursary per individual can be awarded per annum

How much can I apply for?

· SNA bursaries will pay up to 50% of the total course cost to successful applicants

How do I apply?

· Complete the official application form attached and return it to the Honorary Secretary, Southampton Netball Association, prior to completion of the course

· As acknowledgement of receipt of your application you will be sent a Certificate of Attendance that has to be signed by the course tutor on the last day of your course.  This must be posted back to the SNA if your bursary application is successful

How and when will my application be assessed?

· Your application will be considered at the next Committee meeting after receipt of the application.  The benefit of the course to netball in Southampton will be considered together with the amount of funding available, the number of applications from your club and for the specified course, and whether funding from other sources is available

· The bursary fund has limited resources: we cannot guarantee that your application will receive support as funding is subject to availability

· Note also that we will endeavour to spread the available funding across the whole SNA membership (i.e. not limit it to the bigger clubs)

· We cannot consider bursary applications retrospectively (i.e. after completion of a course)

How will I know if my application has been successful?

· You will be notified as to the success of your application within 10 days after the date of the Committee meeting at which your application was considered

· Any award will be paid by cheque to the applicant and sent to the address stated on the application form or by bank transfer after proof of FULL attendance has been received
